10.) GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS: The green grounding screw (F} is 1o be
inserted inlo the hole with two raised diiples provided on the mounting
bar {D}, Wrap the ground wire from the fixture and the ground wire from the
cutlet box (bare matal or green insulated wire) sround the green grounding
screw on lhe mounting bar. If an uninsulated wire is supplied on the '
mounting bar instead of the green grounding screw, connect the ground
wire from the fixture and the outlet box 1o it using a small wire connector
(nol suppiied).
